REFLECTIONS 

Have you ever sat by the bedside of someone strug-

gling at the boundary between life and death? La-

bored breathing is frequently a sign of resistance to 

passing over that boundary. If we are accompanying a 

loved one on that final journey, we may want to 

breathe for them. We are torn between what our faith 

teaches and our memories. Death is the ultimate test 

of all our hope. Dare we trust that the step, the leap of 

faith, over that boundary will propel us into the loving 

embrace of our God? 

At the end of forty years' wandering, poised to 

inherit the Promised Land, our Hebrew ancestors 

waited to hear Moses. As the Book of Deuteronomy 

tells us, he delivered five major addresses, which 

culminated with a choice: "I have set before you life 

and death. Choose life!" Today's Gospel proclamation 

dramatizes that same choice, which we face every 

day. 

The Gospel reading is about the power of Jesus 

over death, but there is a greater story of power here. 

Martha and Mary wait in hope. Their beloved brother 

lies at that boundary. They send for Jesus. He does 

not come. Lazarus dies. What can they hope for now? 

Their faith is tested in the midst of their grief when 

Jesus does come. They continue to believe in the life 

that Jesus has promised. They continue to believe in 

Jesus as their hope. Their hope is rewarded with one 

of the most compassionate displays of emotion re-

corded in the Gospels. Jesus weeps with them when 

all hope seems lost. Then Jesus rewards their hope. 

 
"I am the resurrection and the life" (John 11:25).

Admit all the ways in which 

you choose death instead of life. Thank God for your 

life and for all the signs of life that surround you. 

Ask God for the patience, far-sightedness, strength, 

and generosity to choose life. Pray, too, for the Elect 

joining the Church. Ask God to animate the faith 

community with a renewed spirit of life. 

¶ Fast. As before, observe a Friday fast as well as 

abstinence. Give what you save on groceries to the 

needy. 

¶ Give alms. Visit someone who is ill, or visit a hos-

pice. Notice those who embrace life with every last 

bit of energy. Go out of your way to express grati-

tude to everyone you meet and to God.
